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Trails

Length: 1 mile
Di�culty: Easy ADA Accessible

Point Trail
Take in the landscape that has charmed 
people here for centuries. This trail winds
down to Peterson Point, featuring scenic 
views and a pier on St. Leonard Creek.
Length: 1.7 miles or .9 mile short loop
Di�culty: Moderate

Woodland Trail
Long ago most of Maryland was forested 
much like this. Get back to your roots on
this path through a wooded stream valley.
Length: 1 mile
Di�culty: Moderate to hard
